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WELCOME

first witnessed Selma Burke's Untitled (Woman and

Child) several years ago at the Smithsonian American

Art Museum (SAAM) in Washington, D.C. SAAM is

one of the world’'s most inclusive collections of art
from the colonial period to the present, made in the
United States.

| was transfixed by this poetic, haunting, beautiful work
of art. The maternal bond between mother and child is
inextricably powerful, and | felt that Burke captured that
bond with such simplicity and honesty in the figure. As
a sculptor, Burke used bronze, brass, limestone, and alabaster to create many of
her works. For Untitled (Woman and Child) she chose to work with American red
oak - a strong wood with medium bending strength. The untitled work was not
shaped with live models or a preconceived design. Burke once

said that "It is very inspiring to release a figure from a piece
of stone or wood...Very often, | look at (the) stone or wood
for a year or longer ... | will have completed the piece
mentally before attacking the material.” In 1994 she was
quoted in Artnews that “Art didn't start black or white,

it just started. There have been too many labels in this
world: . .. Black, African American ... Why do we still

label people with everything except ‘children of God'?"
Burke chose to create Untitled (Woman and Child) devoid

of any characteristics that could define their race or
ethnicity, but purely as a figurative symbol of the strength
of the relationship between woman and child.

This photograph does not do the work justice, but |
hope you can get a glimpse of the power of Burke's
work and the love and poetry in this figure.

There are many reasons why: she
wasn't covered in my art history class in the 90s; |
don't collect or know much about sculpture; visual
arts haven't really been my thing - | love poetry and
playwrights' ability to use language to create imagery.

The reasons don't matter. | should have known of her before
now, as most of my life's work has been dedicated to giving
voice to female artists. | am grateful to Theatre Calgary and
our playwrights that | finally know about her!

This play is not a biography. It's not a lecture. It is “a flight of
fancy” born from the imaginations of the playwrights, infused with the inventiveness
of the designers, actors, and now you, the audience.

| am reminded that theatre has the ability
to build a bridge between “now and then."
| am reminded that building - whether it's
a bridge or sculpture - is an act of creation.
And, while it takes no courage to destroy,
it takes an amazing amount of courage to
create. | hope, like me, you are moved by
an artist striving to create.

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PLAYWRIGHTS' NOTES

n the winter of 2021, my friend and fellow playwright,
Caroline Russell-King and | decided to attempt writing
a play together. | had never co-written a play, and
Caroline had tried it once with less than happy results.
Nevertheless, we forged ahead and not only did the
project help to take our minds off the grim reality that was
COVID 19, but it resulted in a play we are both proud of.

Selma Burke recounts the incredible life and talent of Dr.
Selma Hortense Burke, an African American sculptor who
creates art despite a husband who destroys her work, the
government that steals it, and the FBI that threatens her.

Gifted with exceptional talent, Selma chronicled many of the extraordinary events
of the 20th century through her art - lynchings, the Harlem Renaissance, the
Holocaust, the assassination of Martin Luther King.

We took liberties in our interpretation. For example, in her mind, actors metamorphize
into sculptures who challenge, support, and bicker with her and each other.

For me, writing together was fun, difficult, challenging and ultimately, an
extraordinarily rewarding experience.

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A PASSION FOR UNUSUAL OBJECTS

By Lev T. Mills

elma Hortense Burke was born
Dec. 1,1900 in Mooreville,
North Carolina, the seventh of
10 children. Her mother was a
respected teacher; her father was an
African Methodist Episcopal Zion
minister. The family’s belief that
education and knowledge were the
keys to freedom from bondage had
started with Selma'’s grandfather,
a slave of Stonewall Jackson. Her
grandfather had been allowed to
attend Berea college in Kentucky.
He became a minister and, after
the end of the Civil War, received
an advanced degree in theology
from Livingstone College in North
Carolina. Selma and her siblings all
had professional careers.

At five, Selma discovered clay and (Spelman College Archives)

mud along the creek banks that were

part of the family land. She spent

hours squeezing mud between her toes and making red clay objects with her hands,
returning home with her dress torn and muddy. Selma had a passion for collecting
unusual objects which she kept in her room; these included chicken and fish bones,
which soon developed a ripe odor. Her mother, wanting a quiet studious daughter,
disapproved of the dirt, the smells, and Selma's interests, labeling her a peculiar child
with “perplexed mannerisms.” Her father, however, was supportive of her “peculiar”
habits and created a special space for her collections in the attic, which Selma could
reach with a rope ladder from her room. This space not only helped Selma to avoid
confrontations with her mother, it also enabled her to charge a small fee to those
who visited her private museum.

By the time she was nine, Selma was modeling objects, hiding them under the house
for safekeeping. She also quilted, embroidered, and made lace. Everyone in the family
was required to participate in church; Selma sang solos and played the piano.

After Selma completed the eighth grade, at the time considered the equivalent of
a high school education, she followed her mother's wishes and pursued a career in
nursing. She graduated from nursing school and after further study in Philadelphia,
moved to New York in 1924.

While working as a private nurse in New York, Selma became involved with the
WA and the Student Arts League. These affiliations provided her the opportunity



to associate with artists such as Jacob Lawrence, Richmond Barthe, Romare
Bearden, Norman Lewis and Harlem Renaissance poets and writers such as Claude
McKay and Countee Cullen. Because she was a private nurse who accompanied
her employers to various cultural functions, she became acquainted with the
Metropolitan Opera, Carnegie Hall, museums and art galleries. This level of
sophistication remained with her throughout her life.

During the Depression, Selma, like many others, found herself looking for

new ways to make do. She discovered the garbage bins of the neighbouring
Vanderbilts and began to make frequent visits to seek out useful items. On one
of her forays she found a plaster cast, something she had never seen before. The
year was 1931 and the discovery changed her life. She became determined to
become a sculptor; she never wavered from that determination, not even during
a short stint in the navy. She enrolled at Columbia University and worked hard to
develop her art, winning a scholarship and then a grant to travel in Europe where
she could study ceramics and sculpture by such masters as Maillol and Matisse.
She completed her studies at Columbia in 1941.

That same year she entered a competition to create a profile of Franklin D. Roosevelt
that would appear on a dime. President Roosevelt sat for Selma for 45 minutes, during
which time she made several profile sketches of him on brown butcher paper. She
won the competition and sculpted the image into the profile that is now on the dime.

Unfortunately, for years neither the Fine Arts Commission for the District of Columbia
nor the United States government acknowledged that the profile was Selma’s work.
She suspected that racism, sexism, and all of the -isms would not allow a black
person or a woman to be credited with such a notable accomplishment. The lack of
recognition caused her great pain. Finally, in 1990, when Selma met with members

of the Roosevelt family, she got the
credit she deserved. Following that
visit she received a letter from FDR's
son, James, thanking her for her
portrayal of his father.

Lev T. Mills, professor of art and chair of
Spelman’s art department, conducted

a series of taped interviews with

Selma Burke during the summers of
1992 and 1994, on which this article is
based. This excerpt from the article Dr.
Selma Burke: "I Have Been Here” was
published in the Spelman Messenger
Winter/Spring 1996.
